TURN OFF POWER AND UNPLUG THE POWER POINT OF THE MOTOR — DO NOT
PROCEED UNLESS THIS STEP IS COMPLETE.

. Remove the existing plugs from the motor ports P.E. and O/S/C (if your motor does

not have plugs in these plugs, you can skip this step).

Plug in the receiver plug that has the brown and orange cable into the P.E. port of
the motor (as shown in the images below).

Plug in the receiver plug that has the blue and black cables into the O/S/C port of
the motor (as shown in the images below).

Ensure all cables are secured and are not loose and the receiver unit is not placed
next to any light bulbs or heat sources. Plug back in the power to the motor and
switch it on.

The remotes have been pre-programmed to button number 1. Press 1 to test the
door.
